Shrine A shrine contains important objects that are used for worship. 
  

Deity Another word for ‘God.’ The Hindu deities are the Gods and 
Goddesses in Hinduism. 

What should we know? 

Hindu’s believe: 

• That Holi is a time to celebrate 
and show devotion to God. 

• That stories teach what God is 
like. 

• That stories are a big part of Holi. 
• Throwing colours and playing 

pranks at Holi is a way of 
remembering Krishna. 

• Many Hindus show devotion to 
God at a shrine in their home.
